| nthelast four lessonsyou have been learning alot about textiles. You know

about fibresand their properties, fabric construction methods, and the different
typesof finishesapplied totextiles. Thesefinishesgivefabric aspecificlook with
the help of which weare ableto recognisethefabric. What are some of the other
indicatorsof fabric quaity which can guideyou? Similarly, some peoplewear only
cottonsasblendsdon’t suit them. So, in that case, how do you get an assurance
that what you are buying isaccording to your requirement? Most of thetimethe
properties are dependent on thefibre content. Soitisnecessary for al of usto
read themarking on thefabric/ Thaan’ for making aright purchase.

Thisisabout fabric, but what happensif you haveto buy aready-made dress?
With every ready-madedressthereisa’label’ which givesthe necessary instruc-
tions. But most of ushavethehabit of not |looking at theselabels.

Let usgointomoredetailsof these and sort out some of the problemsrelated to
selection of textilesand clothing.

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Selection of Textile
26.1SELECTION OF FABRIC FOR DIFFERENT END USES

When you look around your house you will find that there are varioustypes of
fabricsused for different things. Like, fabric used for curtainsisdifferent fromthe
fabricusedfor appard or theintimategarments. Youwill find that aparticular type
of fabricisusedfor aparticular end use. Thedifferenceinfabricsisdueto differ-
encein fabric propertieswhich, you know, depends on fibre, yarn, fabric con-
struction techniques and a so the finishes given to thefabric. Why do you buy
cotton and not syntheticsfor summer wear?

L et usrecapitulatefabric related propertiesvery briefly hereand learn how these
influence our selection of textilesand clothing.

1. FibreProperties

You have aready studied propertiesof fibresin apreviouslesson. Do you re-
member what they are?

L et ussee how these propertiesinfluence our selection.

(i) Lengthand appearance: Canyou recall fabricsmade of staplefibresand
those made of filament fibres?Yes, you areright. Cotton jute and wool are
staplefibresand nylon and polyester arefilaments.

How doesthelength of thefibreinfluenceyour selection?You know that
fabricsmade with staplefibreshave arough look and those madewith fila-
ments have asmooth and shiny look. Also, short wavy fibreslike those of
cotton and wool tend to become dirty very easily whereas|ong, smooth
fibreslikesilk or syntheticsdo not becomedirty easily and are easy to clean.

Hence, whenever you need cloth with asmooth and shiny look, youwill look
for fabricsmade of filament fibresi.e. syntheticsor silk.

Nowadays, somefinishesare applied on rough and dull fabricswhich give
them asmooth and shiny appearance, for example, starched cotton hasa
smoother look. But you also know that starchisatemporary finishwhichis
removed onwashing.

(i) Moistureabsorption: Areyoufamiliar with this property of fibreswhich
makesthefabric either absorbent or non-absorbent? Cotton absorbswater/
moisiureeasily whereas synthetic fabricshavelow moistureabsorbency. When
theweather ishot and humid, we prefer cotton clothes because they absorb
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the perspiration and keep the skin cool. Since synthetic clothes do not soak
swest, they areuncomfortableto wear in summers. Smilarly, when choosing
undergarments and socks, thisproperty must be kept in mind becausethose
arethe areaswhere maximum comfort isneeded.

(iif) Heat conductvity: Thisproperty refersto theability of thefibreto conduct
heat away from the body. You may recall that cotton and rayon are good
conductorsof heat and keep the body cool. Silk and synthetic fabricsare
poor conductorsof heat and wool isavery bad conductor of heat and keeps
the body warm. Keep this property of fabricsin mind when you choose
clothesfor summer or winter. You are probably aready doing thisby select-
ing cottonsfor summersand silksand woollensfor winters.

(iv) Strength: Property of strengthisneeded inwashing of thefabric. Ease of
washing afabric depends upon the strength of thefibrewhenitiswet. You
know that somefibresbecomeweak whenwet. Which arethose?Yes, these
arewool, silk, rayon, etc,. Fabricslike cotton and syntheticsare extremely
strong and can be washed and cleaned easily. Hence, clothesfor daily wear
which need frequent washing, must be made of cotton or synthetic fabrics.
Delicatefabricslikesilk are more suitablefor occasional use so that they
need not bewashed frequently. Being the strongest fabric, nylonisused for
industrial purposesfor making parachutesand ropes.

2. FabricCongtruction Techniques

Inyour previouslessonsyou havelearnt about variousfabric construction meth-
ods. Each method, asyou know, givesaspecid property tothefabriclikeknitting
providesstretchability and easticity to thefabricssoitissuitablefor socks, under-
garments, wool len swesters, etc. Weaving provides smooth and firm fabrics so
they can be salected accordingly for making dresses.

Now that you know that the propertiesof different fabri cs depend upon themethod
of construction, you can choose thefabricsaccording to theend use.

3. FinishesApplied

You havestudied about variousfinisheslike mercerisation, shrinkage control , water-
proofing, etc., which are applied on fabricsto enhancetheir propertiesand their
appearance. Now the question is, doesafinishinfluenceyour selection?Yes, a
finish doesinfluenceour selection.

Supposing you go to themarket to buy cloth for asalwar suit. You know that you
will normally need about 4%2 meters of cloth. Youwill haveto buy someextra
cloth becauseit may shrink on washing. How ever, if thefabric hasthe shrinkage
control finishonit you do not haveto worry about shrinkage. Smilarly, if you need
clothtoreplacethecloth of your umbrellayou cannot buy just any cloth fromthe
market. Youwill ask for clothwhichiswaterproof. You may remember that fin-
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ishesaregeneraly applied to improvelook of afabric. But sometimes, acloth of
inferior quality isoverstarched to hide the poor quality and thus makeit ook
good. How canyou find out the true quality of an overstarched cloth? Takethe
corner of thecloth and rub it between your hands. If awhite powder shakesout of
thecloth, avoid buyingit.

So, when you are sl ecting fabrics, remember that al that shinesand looksgood
cannot be of good quality. See carefully what you are buying and what isitsend
use. Knowledge of fabric propertieswill guide you to makeacorrect decision.

Peoplelivingincold
climate need to wear woollen clothesto
keep warm. Peoplelivinginvery hot cli-
matesasin deseartsneed towear turbans
of thick cloth to protect their headsand
wear long robesto stay cool.

While selecting, do take careto seethat thereisadequate cloth inside the
seamswhich can be opened up tofit rapidly growing children. Theclothes
must also be easy to launder asthey get dirty frequently.
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Thelater Teen Year s-Thisistheagewhen one starts
going to college. Teenagersare very conscious about
clothesand want to wear the*latest” styles. They liketo
havevariety inther clothesbecausethey do not want to
repeat the same dressevery day. For them, fitand style
areimportant quditiesof clothesand constructionisnot
often considered.

What arethe
aidsthat help you make agood choice? Markingsand labelson thefabricsand
garmentsrespectively are consumer aidswhich giveyou anideaabout the quaity
of the product. Henceyou can call them qudity indicators.

26.3.1Labelsand Markings

Labesaremade
of many typesof materia- eg., paper, cardboard, fabric, tinor asimpletag
attached to the product. In packagesthese can be apart of the package.

Theinformation onlabelsincludes brand names, pictures, designs, date of
manufacture, packing, etc., and any other lega materid that the manufacturer
may careto put onit.

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information to theconsumer. However what dl isgiven onamarking may not

be meaningful, for example, anamelikeLizy bizy isnot providing any mean-
ingful information about the composition of thefabric.

Sameisthe casewiththetex-
tilesand clothing sector. It isessentia for al of usto know about theseand to do
the needful to control these. Some of thecommonly observed mapracticesinthis
areaare-

Givinglesser quantity and/or poor quality of theproduct.

Four metersof fabric bought for asuit often turnsout to be 3.80 meterswhen
you measureit. Theretailer who doesthiseither usesashort measuring rod
or stretchesthefabric whilemeasuringit.

Cheatingon price.

Traders charge more than the price displayed on theitem or on the packet
containing goods. They name sometax and add it to the price printed onto
thelable. They may pick up someword onthelabd, eg., ‘silk finish’ and
chargeextrafor it.

Selling defective goods.

Therearemany placeswheretraders sell materials of secondsasfreshand
chargethe priceof fresh products.

Providing false, mideading and incompletelabelsand markings.

Whenyou buy fabricfor curtains, themarking shouldtell about light fastness.

If it doesnat, thenitisincompleteinformation. Similarly, thetermsused should
be meaningful and not mideading. Theinformation provided should be cor-
rect. Theinformation provided on thelabel on agarment isoften quite vague
and incomplete. For example, alabel on aready-to-wear garment doesnot
say anything about washing, drying, ironing, and storing of theitem.
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Soitisessential on our part asconsumersto be alert and give no chanceto the
manufacturer or retailer to practice these mal practicesand in case of complaint
get in touch with concerned peopleto file our complaint. Thereisa Consumer
Protection Regulation Act (1988) which covers all the above-
discussedmal practices.

26.5GUIDELINESFOR JUDGING QUALITY OF FABRICS

Thereisan astonishing variety of fabricsin the market these days. Manmade
fibres, blendsand awholelot of natural fibreshave brought arevolutioninthe
textileindustry. For instance, cottonsblended with lycraare very popular in pants
and jeans. Theseare comfortable and giveagood fit. Khadi and itsblendswith
cotton and silk are catching the eye of both young and old. Many syntheticfibre
blendsare a so popular because of their easy wear and care property.

Itisnow possibleto choosethefabricthat isjust right for aparticular end use. But
what qualitiesdoesonelook for while sel ecting and purchasing fabrics?

CONSTRUCTION

When you go shoppingjust keepthefollowing criteriain mind and youwould be
successful in making agood purchase.

Material
1. Thecloth should be pleasingtotouch.

2. Durability of fabric asyou know, dependson thekind and quality of thefibre,
strength of the yarn, the amount of twist in the yarn and compactness of
construction. A closely woven fabric hasalarger quantity of yarnsthan a
loosaly woven fabric andistherefore more serviceable.

Weave
1. Longfloatsinweave should be avoided asthey tend to snag easly.
2. Thestrength of the cloth may betested by applying tension between thetwo

thumbs. Threadsshould not dopeaway from each other if theclothissoundly

constructed.

3. Filleryarnsshould meet selvedgesat right angle. Yarnsat an obliqueangle
meanfabricisoff-grain.

4. Weaveshould beuniformwhenyou holdit up tothelight and check for any Notes
unusally thinor thick areas. A fabricswith uneven weave doesnot wear well.
Thelight test will a so show up weak spotsor any other irregularities.

Finish
1. Notethesmél of thecloth, it should beclean and not oily.

2. Look against thelight for even dyeing. If you noticethat colour hasrubbed
off fromthe creaselinesit indicates poor dyequality.

3. A geometic pattern should meet the selvedge at right angles. Itisdifficult to
match anirregular print while making an appardl.

4. No powdery dust should appear when fabric isrubbed beween thefingers.
Visible powder isan indication of too much starch. Manufacturersuse high
degreeof Szingto conced poor quality of fabric. Silk isa sogummed heavily
toincreaseitsweight sincethe priceincreaseswith weight.

5. Whenbuying velvets, towels, etc., seethat thenap or pileinraised fabricsis
denseandfine. Strength, particularly weftways, should not have suffered.

26.6 SELECTION OF READY-MADE GARMENTS

Intoday’sfast moving life, itisvery difficult to take out timefor getting clothes
stitched. You have to go to the market to buy afabric, look for atailor, order
stitching and wait till thedressisready. Or you have an alternative of buying a
ready-madedress.

Thereare marketswhich sl ready-made garmentsat avery low price. Theonly
problemisthat theseitemsare not madewith your measurements hence may may
not fit you. Henceit isimportant to know what you should |ook for whenyou are
buying areadymadedress.

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When these elements are put in acompleted composition, they makeade-
sgnwhich hasbaance, proportion, emphasis, rhythm and unity. Look around
and examine carefully the dresses people are wearing. Why do they ook
good or bad? Can you seethefour eements of designinthem?

Fit : After you have selected adressfromitsouter
appeal, you haveto seethe sizeand fit. Infit, we
look a the shoulders, bust, waist and length. It should
beappedingtothefigure. It should not beundersize
or oversize. Take the exact measurements of the
person and buy the garment accordingly.

Wor kmanship: Workmanship meansthe construc-
tional details. So, look at thewrong sideof thedress. \
Pull one end of the seamto check the durability. All
seams should be double. Seams should befinsihed.
Thereshould not beany puckersintheseams. Check
thefastenersand zippers by opening and closing.

There should be enough seam alowance. Edgesof LI
collarsshould bewel| defined. No raw edgesshould ¥ ¥
bevisible. Pipings, facings, etc., shouldbeneatly g 26 12: Fit and
done. workmanship

Price: Pricefactor actually goesaong with al other factors. Thequality of
fabric, constructional details, embroidery, etc., will definitely influencethe
price. Normally, we havetheideathat high priced garmentsare expected to
beof high quality, but thisisnot awaystrue. Soitisessential onour part to
seewhether the price demanded actually providesusthat much wear or not.

Careand maintainance: Most of thetimewebuy adressand after thefirst
wash wefind that the colour of piping spoilsthewholedress. Or sometimes
after ironing, the lace gets burnt or that you have to repeatedly spend
drycleaning chargeseven for acotton suit becauseits colour isnot fast.
